I received your sample today.  Because the cover and all of the pages are paper, and the coloring used is considered printer ink, there is nothing on the book we would need to test for 16 CFR 1303 testing for lead in surface coating/paint.
 
I remember Dave saying something about the backing being stitched?  On this sample, I see 3 staples keeping the book together.  If this is the case, you may want to have these tested to H.R. 4040 CPSIA 2008 Section 101: lead in substrate.  If this is a preliminary sample and the product will have rope or a string binding it, then the staples would not need to be tested.  However, if the staples are to be used, you should comply to Section 101 and have the testing done.
 
Also, the glasses are a plastic, so they would need to comply with H.R 4040 CPSIA 2008 Section 108 for Phthalates (plasticizers).  This would be 2 tests, one for red and one for blue, but as I stated before, you can check for a compliancy report from the manufacturer if they have had it independently third party tested before.  
 
Other than those two areas, lead in staples and phthalates in plastics, there is no other testing needed in order for you to comply with the CPSC’s regulations.  I will be in contact tomorrow with an official quote for these tests, and will discuss your testing further.  If you need anything from me, feel free to email or call.
